	The Declaration of the People, against Sir William Berkeley…of Virginia

For having upon specious Pretences of public Works raised unjust Taxes, upon the Commonality, For advancing of Private favorites. And other sinister Ends, but no visible Effect, in any Measure adequate.

For not having during the Long time of his Government, In any Measure advanced, this hopeful colony, either by Fortifications, Towns, or Trade. 

For having abused, and rendered contemptible, his Mates: Justice, by advancing to Places of Judicature, scandalous and ignorant favorites. 

For having wronged his mates: Prerogative, and Interest, by assuming the monopoly of the beaver Trade. 

For having in that unjust gain, betrayed and sold, His Mate: country, and the Liberties of his loyal Subjects to the Barbarous Heathen. 

For having, Protected, favored, and emboldened the Indians against his Mates: most loyal Subjects; never Contriving, requiring, or appointing any due or proper means of Satisfaction; for their many Incursions, murders, and Robberies, Committed upon Us. 

For having when the army of the English, was upon the Tract of the Indians, which now in all Places, burn spoil, and Murder, And when we might with ease, have destroyed them, who were in open hostility .

For having expressly, countermanded, and sent back, our army, by Passing his word, for the Peaceable demeanors of the said Indians, who immediately prosecuted their evil Intentions - Committing horrid Murders and Robberies, in all Places, being Protected by the said Engagement, and word passed by Him the said Sr: Wm: Berkeley having Ruined and made Desolate, a great Part of his Mates: country, having now drawn themselves into such obscure and remote places, and are by their success so emboldened , and Confirmed, and by their Confederates strengthened . That the cries of Blood, are in all Places, and the Terror, and Consternation of the People so great, That They are not only become difficult, but a very formidable enemy Who might with Ease have been destroyed…
For having the second time attempted the same, thereby calling down our forces from the defense of the frontiers, and most weakened and Exposed Places, for the prevention of civil mischief, and ruin amongst our selves; while the barbarous enemy in all places did Invade Murder and spoil us, his Mates: loyal Subjects. 
Of these the aforesaid Articles we accuse Sr. Wm: Berkeley as guilty of Each and every of the same. As one who hath traitorously attempted, violated and Injured his Mate : Interest here, by the loss of a great Part of his Mates: colony , and many of his faithful and loyal Subjects, by Him betrayed in a Barbarous and shameful Manner Exposed to the Incursion, and murder of the Heathen…
Desiring a firm union amongst our Selves, that we may jointly and with one accord defend our selves against the Common enemy , and let not the faults of the guilty , be the Reproach of the Innocent, or the faults and Crimes of the oppressors, divide and separate us who have suffered, by their oppressions…

	And also be it enacted, by the authority aforesaid, and it is hereby enacted, That all masters and owners of servants, shall find and provide for their servants, wholesome and competent diet, clothing and lodging, by the discretion of the county court; and shall not, at any time, give immoderate correction; neither shall, at any time, whip a Christian white servant naked, without an order from a justice of the peace: And if an, notwithstanding this act, shall presume to whip a Christian white servant naked, without such order, the person so offending, shall forfeit and pay for the same, forty shillings sterling, to the party injured: To be recovered, with costs, upon petition, without the formal process of an action…

	LVI. And whereas, server negroes did lately rise in rebellion, and did commit many barbarous murders at Stono and other parts adjacent thereto; and whereas, in suppressing the said rebels, several of them were killed and others taken alive and executed; and as the exigence and danger the inhabitants at that time were in and exposed to, would not admit of the formality of a legal trial of such rebellious negroes, but for their own security, the said inhabitants were obliged to put such negroes to immediate death; to prevent, therefore, any person . . . being questioned for any matter done in the supression or execution of the said rebellious negroes . . . . Be it enacted . . . That all and every act, matter and thing, had, done, committed and executed, in and about the supressing and putting all and every of the said . . . negroes to death, is and are hereby declared lawful . . . . as fully and amply if such rebellious negroes had undergone a formal trial and condemnation.

	Occasioned by dreadful Witchcraft broke out here a few weeks past, and one Member of this Church, and another of Salem, upon public examination by Civil Authority vehemently suspected for she-witches, and upon it committed. John 6:70. "Have not I chosen you twelve, and one of you is a Devil." . . . 
Doctrine: Our Lord Jesus Christ knows how many Devils there are in his Church, and who they are. 

1. There are devils as well as saints in Christ's Church. 

2. Christ knows how many of these devils there are. 

3. Christ knows who these devils are. 

Proposition 1: There are devils as well as saints in Christ's church. Here three things may be spoken to: (1) Show you what is meant here by devils; (2) That there are such devils in the church; (3) That there are also true saints in such churches. 

(1). What is meant here by devils? "One of you is a devil." Answer: By devil is ordinarily meant any wicked angel or spirit. Sometimes it is put for the prince or head of the exit spirits, or fallen angels. Sometimes it is used for vile and wicked persons—the worst of such, who for their villainy and impiety do most resemble devils and wicked spirits. Thus Christ in our text calls Judas a devil: for his great likeness to the devil. "One of you is a devil": i.e., a devil for quality and disposition, not a devil for nature—for he was a man, etc.—but a devil for likeness and operation (John 8: 38, 41, 44—"Ye are of your father the devil.") 

(2). There are such devils in the church. Not only sinners, but notorious sinners; sinners more like to the devil than others. So here in Christ's little Church. (Text.) This also Christ teacheth us in the parable of the tares (Matth. 13:38), where Christ tells us that such are the children of the wicked one—i.e., of the devil. Reason: Because hypocrites are the very worst of men—corruptio optimi est pessimi. Hypocrites are the sons and heirs of the devil, the free-holders of hell—whereas other sinners are but tenants. When Satan repossesseth a soul, he becomes more vile and sinful (Luke II: 24-26). As the jailer lays loads of iron on him that hath escaped. None are worse than those who have been good, and are naught; and might be good, but will be naught.... 

Proposition 2: Christ knows how many of these devils there are in his churches. As in our text there was one among the twelve. And so in our churches God knows how many devils there are: whether one, two, three, or four in twelve—how many devils, how many saints. He that knows whom he has chosen (John 13: 18), he also knows who they are that have not chosen him, but prefer farms and merchandise above him and above his ordinances (2 Tim. 4: 10). . . .

	Document #5

	Various are the reports and conjectures of the causes of the present Indian warre [sic]. Some impute it to an imprudent zeal in the magistrates of Boston to christianize those heathen before they were civilized and enjoining them the strict observation of their laws. . . . [T]he people, on the other side, for lucre and gain, entice and provoke the Indians to the breach thereof, especially to drunkenness, to which those people are so generally addicted that they will strip themselves to their skin to have their fill of rum and brandy. . . . 

Some believe there have been vagrant and jesuitical priests, who have made it their business, for some years past, to go from Sachem to Sachem, to exasperate the Indians against the English and to bring them into a confederacy, and that they were promised supplies from France and other parts to extirpate the English nation out of the continent of America. . . . 

But the government of the Massachusetts . . .  [has] contributed much to their misfortunes, for they first taught the Indians the use of arms, and admitted them to be present at all their musters and trainings, and shewed [sic] them how to handle, mend and fix their muskets, and have been furnished with all sorts of arms by permission of the government

	Document #6

	The husband’s government ought to be gentle and easy, and the wife’s obedience ready and cheerful. The husband is called the head of the woman.  It belongs to the head to rule and govern. Wives are part of the house and family and ought to be under the husband’s government. Yet his government should not be with rigor, haughtiness, harshness, severity, but with the greatest love, gentleness, kindness, tenderness that may be. Though he governs her, he must not treat her as a servant, but as his own flesh; he must lover her to himself…

Those wives are much to blame who do not carry it lovingly and obediently to their own husbands....Yea, though possibly you have greater abilities of the mind than he has, was of some high birth, and he of a more common birth, or did bring more estate, yet since he is your husband, God has made him your head, and set him above you, and made it your duty to love and revere him.

Parents should act wisely and prudently in the matching of their children.  They should endeavor that they may marry someone who is most proper for them, most likely to bring blessings to them.
