47. written by Hinton Helper; called The Impending Crisis of the South
48. Any two will do: Lincoln’s home state of Illinois was crucial; Lincoln was seen as a moderate free-soiler; Lincoln was a “self-made man” who represented equality; Lincoln’s platform of high tariffs for industry, free homesteads in the West, transcontinental railroad widened the party’s appeal

49. Northern Democrat was Stephen Douglas; Southern Democrat was John Breckenridge
