Naturalization Act – required foreign immigrants to live in US for 14 yearsq b/4 could become citizens; AA allowed gvt to arrest, detain or remove foreigners deemed untrustworthy; 

SA – severely limited free speech and expression; Fed often used these to silence critics; acts tended to help the FED bec immigrants usually pooer and often drawn to REP who rep “common man”; under these laws, people could not vote in elelctions
