Hamilton’s Financial Plan (goal to create strong central government and tie states and wealthy to new government)

Hamilton, Secretary of Treasury.  He proposed a plan that would increase power of central government and tie states and wealthy to the new government.  Hamilton proposed that the federal government pay and states’ debts in full.  He purposed that money to pay these debts be paid by issuing new bonds (funding), selling western land, excise tax on whiskey and high tariffs (Report on Manufactures).  The final part would be creation of a national bank.

Objections to Hamilton’s plan;

1. Some objected to paying the domestic debt since speculators (not original investors) held bonds.  Hamilton convinced Congress that new bonds would not be bought unless old bonds redeemed in full.  

2. Many Southern states had already paid their state debts.  In order to get Southern states to agree to the assumption bill, Hamilton & Jefferson reached a compromise in one of the 1st examples of “log rolling.”  Hamilton would get Northern states to agree to the new national capital’s location on land donated by Maryland and Virginia and Jefferson got Southern support of the Assumption Bill.

3. People in the Western part of Pennsylvania objected to the excise tax on whiskey and refused to pay it.  Washington called out troops and the Whiskey Rebellion was suppressed showing that the new government could enforce its laws (unlike Shays’ Rebellion).

4. Jefferson opposed the creation of a national bank since it was not a power specifically given to Congress.  Hamilton believed that a national bank was constitutional because it was necessary and proper for Congress to fulfill its delegated powers.  Jefferson believed that “necessary and proper” did not mean convenient.

Why Federalist declined 

1. Too aristocratic in society trying to become democratic—Naturalization Act, Alien and Sedition Acts, Judiciary Act of 1801 and midnight judges (Republican response KT and VA Resolutions putting forth doctrine of states rights, compact theory of government and nullification)

2. Opposition to Louisiana Purchase (Essex Junto)  and War of 1812 (Hartford Convention)

Was there a Revolution of 1800?

Jefferson only changed the worst features of Federalist rule.  His changes were in many cases superficial. He kept governmental procedures simple and informal.  He was not a good public speaker so he sent his messages to Congress, establishing a precedent not broken until Woodrow Wilson (1913).  There was not a Revolution of 1800.  Instead Jefferson only changed the worse features of Federalist rule.  At his inauguration, he said “We are all Federalists, we are all Republicans.”

1. Repealed the Naturalization Act

2. Pardoned those imprisoned under the Sedition Act

3. Repealed the Judiciary Act of 1801 doing away with midnight judges

4. Repealed the excise tax on whiskey

5. Filled vacancies in government jobs with Republicans

Causes of War of 1812

1. Impressment—British used practice since beginning of Wars of French Revolution, during war impressed about 6000 Americans, Chesapeake Incident (1807)

2. Freedom of Seas—couldn’t get British to drop restriction on US trade (orders in council).  Had attempted economic pressure with Embargo Act, Non Intercourse Act and Macon’s Bill No. 2

3. British inciting and arming Native Americans on frontier—Tecumseh and Battle of Tippecanoe

4. War Hawks who pushed for war in order to obtain Canada and Florida—Clay and Calhoun

Results of the War of 1812

1. US gain international respect

2. President’s House became White House

3. Beginning of peaceful Anglo-American Affairs—Rush Bagot Treaty and Convention of 1818

4. National hero of Jackson

5. End of Federalist Party

6. Spirit of nationalism—mystical bonds, symbols, 4th of July, death of Jefferson and Adams on 50th anniversary of Declaration of Independence, rechartering of national bank, 1st protective tariff in 1816

Era of Good Feelings or Ill Feelings?

Good

1. One party

2. 2nd national bank was re-chartered for 20 years

3.  First protective tariff in 1816 was passed to protect the new industries.

4. Rush-Bagot Treaty, Convention of 1818, Florida Purchase Treaty (Adams-Onis Treaty)

5. Chief Justice, Marshall handed down decisions that increased the power of the federal  

Government and encouraged the economic growth of the country
